This half term we will begin by looking at a book
called ‘The Dragon Machine’. We will look at the
use of punctuation, conjunctions, adjectives to
describe and practise sequencing key events. We
will start by exploring the original story and then
using what we have learnt to write our own
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version.

We will continue to follow the Monster Phonics
programme to reinforce our knowledge of all
phonemes and graphemes. This term, we will
focus predominantly on spelling rules and

introduce a range of grammatical terminology.

We will provide
opportunities to master the use of texture, form and space through
the work of an artist.

PE: In PE this term, we will be focusing on ball skills and dance.
During our dance sessions, we will learn how to remember, repeat
and link movements before moving on to using counts and adding
in facial expressions. When focusing on ball skills, we will be
practising on our co-ordination and control when using the ball in
different ways.

PSHE: Our topic is ‘Dreams and Goals.” We will be exploring ideas
for our future and what aspirations we have. We will think about

what barriers we may come across and how to overcome them.
